Even though the journal is very young its credentials have grown remarkably fast (2009 impact factor 2.894).
The Nano & Giga Challenges conference series has an established reputation as a unique interdisciplinary forum in nanoscale science and technology.  The first three meetings in the series were focused on electronics and photonics.  In response to the growing demand for alternative energy, the topics at NGC meetings were extended toward renewable (solar) energy and energy storage.  The same materials used in semiconductors and the same fundamental science form the basis of electronics, photonics and solar energy thus making interdisciplinary forums such as NGC important hubs of expertise and knowledge transfer.
